Julie Meyer was born in Strasbourg and earned her MFA there in 2007. She works in video, photography and 
sound. Meyer is inspired by architectural essays, travelogues, and science fiction novels, and her research-
based practice investigates city fringes and landscape's borders. Most of her subjects are of “territories in 
mutation.” Her work has been exhibited in many public and private galleries in Europe and the United States, 
including at the Musée des Beaux Arts de Pont Aven (2011), at the 2013 International Art Fair in Paris (FIAC) 
and Cutlog Festival at the Clemente in New York (2014). Recent exhibitions, with publications, include “Frozen 
Park” at the Octave Cowbell gallery (2014), “Lisières” at Maison Salvan in Labège (2014), “Interstate” at 
Syndicat Potentiel in Strasbourg (2013), “Sail the world” at Les Moyens du bord in Morlaix (2012), “Touristan” 
at the Fotoshop Gallery in Berlin (2008). In 2015 she was awarded an artist residency at the St. Mary’s Art 
Center in Virginia City, Nevada. 
 
 
Scope and Content 
Artist Julie Meyer’s research-based practice investigates city fringes and landscape's borders. She visited 
Wendover and West Wendover four times from April 2013 to August 2016 and made a series of maps on 
graph paper, small sketches, and snapshots calibrated to Google Earth™ that documented the layout of the 
twin towns and the liminal and transitional spaces in which she is interested. The archive contains the artist’s 
project notebook titled Icarus, that documents her mapping process and includes sketches and photographs of 
Wendover, Utah and West Wendover, Nevada.
